... One of the biggest surprises came from a survey we conducted of companies in seven economies, both emerging and
advanced. It showed just how competitive these emerging economies have become. The top performers innovate more
aggressively than their advanced-economy rivals: 56 percent of their revenue comes from new products and services,
compared with 48 percent for firms in advanced economies. These firms also invest almost twice as much as their
advanced-economy peers, when measured as the ratio of capital spending to depreciation. And they are nimbler as they do so:
on average, they make important investment decisions six to eight weeks faster, which amounts to 30-40 percent less time.
These firms can also be good investments, as we discuss in more detail below. Between 2014 and 20186, the top quartile of
companies in the best-performing economies generated a total average return to shareholders of 23 percent, compared with
15 percent for top-quartile firms in high-income countries.
